TO REACH  CAMP WRIGHTWOOD 
 
Camp Wrightwood is easily accessible from major mountain 
roadways.  Take Interstate 15 North from San Bernardino 
through the Cajon Pass to the Highway 138 Exit.  Take High-
way 138 west approximately 8 miles to the junction of High-
way 2 (Angeles Crest Highway). Turn left onto Highway 2 
and follow it 5 miles to Elm Street in the village of Wright-
wood. Turn left (south) onto Elm Street, and proceed to the 
very top— Elm ends in the Camp Wrightwood driveway. 
 
Estimated driving time from Los Angeles is 1.5 hours; from 
San Diego is 3 hours.  Allow additional time during times of 
heavy traffic and when winter road conditions exist.  Check 
local weather and road conditions before departure. 
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Camp Wrightwood provides an 
alpine forest setting for youth and 
family camps and retreats. The 
camp is situated at an elevation 
6,300 feet and is only 4 miles 
from Mountain High Ski Resort. 
This easily accessible camp is lo-
cated within the community of 
Wrightwood.  

Camp Wrightwood can accommo-
date up to 193 guests in lodges and 
cabins that include communal or 
semi-private bathrooms.  In addi-
tion to self-cooking facilities, our 
professional cooking staff is avail-
able to provide meal service to 
groups from 40 to 193.   

A variety of recreation opportuni-
ties await your group: volleyball, 
swimming, hiking, ping-pong, 
horseshoes, winter skiing and 
tobogganing.  

With ample indoor meeting spaces 
and an outdoor chapel, the oppor-
tunities for life changing fellow-
ship and programming are unlim-
ited.
